Ramaphosa made the announcement during 
his State of the Nation Address in Parliament 
on Thursday evening.

The president said the university would 
specialise in science and innovation.

        "We have decided to establish a new 
     University of Science and Innovation in 
             Ekurhuleni," Ramaphosa said.

Ekurhuleni is the only metro in our country 
that does not have a university.

      "This will enable young people in that 
     metro to be trained in high-impact and 
    cutting-edge technological innovation for 
           current and future industries."

Ramaphosa also announced plans to establish 
a Crime Detection University in 
Hammanskraal.

He said this would improve the quality of 
general and specialised SAPS investigations.

Ramaphosa also revealed that nine new 
TVET college campuses will be built this 
year, in Sterkspruit, Aliwal North, Graaff 
Reinet and Ngungqushe in the Eastern Cape, 
and in Umzimkhulu, Greytown, Msinga, 
Nongoma and Kwagqikazi in KwaZulu-Natal.

Government to amend
Domestic Violence Act

to protect victims

President Cyril Ramaphosa says the government will tighten bail and 
sentencing conditions in cases that involve gender-based violence.

Investment and growth require a safe, stable and crime-free 
environment.

That's the word from President Cyril Ramaphosa.Ramaphosa said 
over the last six months, communities have come together to end 
the crisis of gender-based violence.

"Through building social compacts across society to fight this 
scourge we will be able to achieve much more.

"But it is only the beginning of the struggle," he said.

Ramaphosa said that the Domestic Violence Act will be amended to 
better protect victims in violent domestic relationships.

He also announced that the Sexual Offences Act will be amended to 
broaden the categories of sex offenders whose names must be 
included in the National Register for Sex Offenders.

"We will pass a law to tighten bail and sentencing condition in cases 
that involve gender-based violence," Ramaphosa said.
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China virus death toll nears 1,400, 
six health workers among victims

BEIJING - The death toll from China's virus epidemic 
neared 1,400 on Friday with six medical workers among 
the victims, underscoring the country's struggle to 
contain a deepening health crisis.

Nearly 64,000 people are now recorded as having fallen 
ill from the virus in China, with officials revealing that 
1,716 health workers had been infected as of Tuesday.

The grim figures come a week after grief and public 
anger erupted over the death of a whistleblowing 
doctor who had been reprimanded and silenced by 
police after raising the alarm about the virus in 
December.

The scale of the epidemic swelled this week after 
authorities in central Hubei province, the epicentre of 
the contagion, changed their criteria for counting cases, 
adding thousands of new patients to their tally.

The health emergency in China has caused fears of 
further global contagion, with more than two-dozen 
countries reporting hundreds of cases among them. 
Three people have died outside mainland China.

The majority of cases of infections among health 
workers was in Hubei's capital, Wuhan, where 
many have lacked proper masks and gear to protect 
themselves in hospitals dealing with a deluge 
of patients.

While the WHO has praised China's handling of 
the epidemic -- in contrast to its cover-up of the 
SARS outbreak in 2002-2003 -- a top White House 
official on Thursday said Beijing should be more 
open.

"We are a little disappointed that we haven't been 
invited in and we're a little disappointed in the 
lack of transparency coming from the Chinese," 
Larry Kudlow, the director of the National Economic 
Council, told reporters.

Kudlow said Xi had assured President Donald Trump 
that Beijing would accept US help, but "they won't 
let us".

Several countries have banned arrivals from China, 
while major airlines have halted flights to and from 
the country.
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Master's 
student freed 
after two years in 
jail for rape he did
not commit

An Mdantsane man who was jailed for eight years for rape 
walked out of St Alban’s Prison in Port Elizabeth recently 
after spending two years inside for a crime he did not commit.

The rape conviction ended 27-year-old Osiphesona Ngcanga’s 
life as an assistant lecturer of law at Nelson Mandela 
University (NMU) and as a maritime law master's student.

He was found guilty by Port Elizabeth magistrate Nolitha Bara 
of raping a “drunk and unconscious” commerce student at a 
21st birthday party on February 11 2017 in Kabega Park, 
Port Elizabeth..

But on January 14, Makhanda High Court judges Sunil 
Rugunanan and Buyiswa Majiki upheld his appeal and 
overturned Bara’s judgment.

The judges found Bara had applied a “misdirected approach”. 

In their judgment, they said Ngcanga and the woman had been 
seen by one of six witnesses dancing together, laughing, 
flirting, kissing and talking to each other outside a party 
attended by 17 people, many of them students.

Alcohol was consumed at the event.

One witness said the woman’s friends had disapproved and 
kept calling her back into the house, but she had repeatedly 
returned to Ngcanga of her own accord, the judges found.

It was alleged the victim was raped while sleeping in a car 
outside the party venue.

The judges found that the evidence of a key state witnesses, 
who herself was drunk, to be unreliable and contradictory.

They said during cross-examination, upon being pressed about 
the complainant’s drunken state, the witness said the 
complainant was “not drunk to the extent that she would 
stagger and fall”.

The judges found that “on the whole, a reading of her 
testimony does not inspire confidence that it is reliable”.

The judges also found that the evidence of a further two state 
witnesses was unreliable and inconsistent.

Rugunanan said: “The magistrate’s overall approach to her 
evaluation of the evidence, and particularly the credibility 
findings in favour of the state witnesses, clearly overlooked 
the material shortcomings and discrepancies in their evidence 
and ... fell short of the onus.” 

The judges said the law was clear that consent was absent if a 
victim was unconscious, asleep or under the influence of 
alcohol to the extent that the victim’s consciousness or 
judgment was adversely affected.

They said no evidence was produced to prove that “four glasses 
of wine and the mix of vodka and Coke consumed by the 
complainant caused her judgment or consciousness to be 
adversely affected”.

“Given that it was the complainant’s own evidence that this 
quantity of alcohol was not excessive, I think the mere 
consumption falls far short of proof beyond reasonable doubt 
that there was a diminution or impairment of her faculties in a 
sense that her sensibilities were either dulled or that she had 
an exuberant or over-optimistic frame of mind which caused 
her to take risks.”

Speaking to DispatchLIVE from, Ngcanga said all he wanted 
was to register at NMU to finish his master's degree.

Former assistant lecturer Osiphesona 
Ngcanga, of East London, is free after 
spending two years in jail.

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This iconic Madiba car vanished 30 years ago 

 - now it may have been found

The Toyota Cressida that transported 
Nelson Mandela from prison.

The silver Toyota Cressida that carried Nelson Mandela 
on his short drive to freedom from Victor Verster prison 
to the Cape Town City Hall on the day of his release is 
the stuff of legends. Not in the least because afterwards 
the vehicle seemingly vanished.

The car's whereabouts have been a mystery for the past 
30 years, but now it's believed it may have been found 
in Lesotho.

According to SABC News, after unsuccessfully 
attempting to alert the SA government to the car's 
location, the owner is now in negotiations to sell it to 
an overseas dealership, where it will be put on display.

But how did this iconic Cressida disappear in the first 
place? 

In a piece in the Sunday Times, author Wamuwi Mbao 
explained that a fleet of Mercedes Benzes were originally 
going to be used for the historic February 11 1990 
occasion. 

At the 11th hour, the ANC or UDF decided to 
swap them for Toyotas in “a move deemed to be more 
sympathetic to the working man”.

“It meant something on a gestural and symbolic level 
that Mandela be conveyed not in the Mercedes beloved 
of the oppressive regime (and banana republic dictators) 
but in a car that people were connected to — a car that 
said that the person it carried was a man like them,” 
Mbao wrote.

As it was a last-minute switch, one theory is that the car 
was pulled off the floor of a car dealership in Cape Town. 
It was later returned to the showroom and “sold to a 
buyer who paid cash for it, unaware of the car having 
any significance”.

However in an article on News24, former finance minister 
Trevor Manuel, who was involved in organising the day's 
plans, says that the car was borrowed from a private 
individual for the occasion.

"Reflecting on the pain I have been and still going thru while on 
a journey of recovery learning to accept the new me while 
being selfless about God's plans with me. I understand why HE 
gave me Music,to heal me 1st before it even gets to you. 
I'm great full for every not and every melody. 
I will continue to follow HIS lead (sic)."

Her previous relationship was the talk of 
the town. Zodwa Wabantu caused a stir 
when she dumped her fiancé a few months 
after she’d paid lobola for him – this is why 
she’s kept details of her new man close to 
her heart. Zodwa (34) is by no means 
ashamed of dating 23-year-old Vusi 
Buthelezi, she tells us

She’s posted loved-up snaps of her bae on 
social media. But she’s learnt from the 
past and wants to protect her new 
relationship.

The dancer made headlines when she 
dumped her ex, Ntobeko Linda (24), after 
paying lobola for him. She’d bought their 
rings, picked a date and had fittings for her 
dress. Then, a few weeks after the 
engagement, she dropped the bombshell 
that the wedding was off.

"I was on the verge of marrying him but he 
became too much for me," she says.

"Our ambition is to nurture our love, build each other 
and see where love leads us," she says, shooting a loving 
glance at Vusi.

"I also understand he’s still young and has a long way 
to go. It’s my responsibility to make sure he finishes 
his diploma. I’ve got to make sure he doesn’t make silly 
mistakes while I’m around. That doesn’t mean I’m his 
mother, but I’ve got to show maturity."

FC Porto and Mali striker Moussa Marega attempted to substitute himself on 
Sunday after a horrific racism incident involving fans of his former club.

Marega, 28, netted the winning goal on the hour mark in the 2-1 victory over Vitoria de Guimaraes and 
as he celebrated, fans at the Estádio D. Afonso Henriques began to hurl monkey charts.

The striker who spent a season on loan at the club in the 2016/17 season notably lost control of his 
emotions and attempted to walk off the pitch but was physically restrained by both sets of players.

Visibly distraught by the racist chants, the Mali international showed thumbs down towards the Vitoria 
fans that enjoyed 25 goals from him during his temporary spell at the club.

After the game, Marega took to social media to call out the incident in which he received a yellow card 
after attempting to walk off the pitch in protest.

"I would just like to tell these idiots who come to the stadium to make racist shouts, go f#$& yourself," 
he wrote on his official Instagram account.

"And I also thank the referees for not defending me and for giving me a yellow card because I defend 
my skin colour.

"I hope I never meet you on the football field again! YOU ARE A SHAME!"

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 ormer Kaizer Chiefs midfielder Junior Khanye 
 has called on Ernst Middendorp to return 
 Itumeleng Khune to the number one position.

Amakhosi fans shouted 'Khune' after goalkeeper 
Daniel Akpeyi conceded the first goal in their 2-1 
defeat to Maritzburg United at FNB Stadium 
on Saturday.

Khune has only played one game this season, against 
Royal Eagles in the Nedbank Cup, since returning 
from a long-term injury.

Khanye has since lashed out at Middendorp for 
putting Khune on the stands.

"Itumeleng Khune must go back to the starting 
line-up. There is no competition," Khanye said.

"I don't know what the coach is trying to achieve. 
I don't know what Middendorp was trying to do to 
put Khune on the stands.

"Khune has done a tremendous job for both Kaizer 
Chiefs and Bafana. Khune is the number one keeper 
for South Africa, I don't care who says what.

"He remains the best keeper in South Africa and I 
don't know why the coach wants to compare him to 
Akpeyi. I don't know what he is trying to achieve 
or wants to show people he can win the league 
without Khune.

"Daniel Akpeyi is slow to dive, his reaction is slow. 
That goal on Saturday was supposed to stay in the 
goal line if he was not going to catch the ball. The 
guy doesn't command.

"Khune is vocal and can marshal the defence. He 
can play the ball with his feet and distribute the 
ball well. I am not happy with the way Chiefs play. 
I love the club and I grew up there.

"Their defence is slow but the presence of Khune 
helps because he can communicate well at the back."

Chiefs are set to take on Highlands Park in the 
Nedbank Cup last 16 in Tembisa on Saturday (15h00) 
and it remains to be seen if Middendorp will retain 
Akpeyi for that game.

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Tokyo 
marathon 
cancels 
mass 
race over 
coronavirus 
scare

Tokyo marathon organisers have cancelled next 
month’s mass participation race, in which 38,000 
people were due to take part, because of the 
coronavirus. A senior source at the World 
Marathon Majors confirmed to the Guardian 
that the event on 1 March would now be limited 
to the elite field of 176 athletes and 30 wheelchair 
athletes.

Even at the end of last week organisers were 
confident that the event would go ahead – and had 
made plans to distribute surgical masks to 
runners and volunteers as part of preventive 
safety measures against the virus. They had also 
told the 1,800 runners from China registered to 
race that they could defer their entry until 2021 
without any penalty.

However, the continuing spread of the virus 
meant on Monday they had little choice but to 
take the drastic step of limiting the race – which 
doubles up as an Olympic trial for Japanese 
marathon runners – to just over 200 participants.

The news is bound to raise more concerns about 
whether the virus could disrupt the Olympic 
Games in Tokyo, which are due to start on 24 July. 
So far there have been over 70,000 cases in China 
alone, with 1,770 deaths. Last week senior officials 
at the International Olympic Committee insisted 
that there was no plan B to reschedule the Games.

“There’s no case for any contingency plans or 
cancelling the Games or moving the Games,” 
John Coates, the head of an IOC inspection team, 
insisted. He added that the World Health 
Organisation had advised him that a back-up plan 
isn’t necessary and that the Games “remains on 
track.”

But other experts have warned that the 
coronavirus-related health risks to Japan are hard 
to predict. “There is no guarantee that the outbreak 
will come to an end before the Olympics because 
we have no scientific basis to be able to say that,” 
Shigeru Omi, a former regional director of the WHO.

The Tokyo marathon is the biggest sporting event 
so far to be affected by the chronovirus. In the past 
month the World Indoor Championships, which was 
due to take place in Nanjing in March, was cancelled 
along with the Shanghai Grand Prix.

Other sporting events to have been called off or 
postponed in recent months due to the virus include 
the Hong Kong Sevens international rugby 
tournament, the annual Singapore Yacht Show and 
almost all sports in China.
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Mystery deepens over status of
Pirates assistant coach Rulani Mokwena

 Mystery has deepened over the status of 
 Orlando Pirates assistant coach Rulani 
 Mokwena after the club said they “do not 
know” where he is or how long he will be on 
“leave”.

Mokwena, one of Pirates’ two assistant coaches, with 
Fadlu Davids, remains on leave, Bucs’ administrative 
manager Floyd Mbele told TimesLIVE.

Mbele, though, in a strange admission, said Pirates do 
not know when Mokwena will be back.

“He is still on leave,” Mbele said when asked about 
Mokwena’s whereabouts and the assistant coach’s status.

Asked when Mokwena will return from leave, Mbele said: 
“We don’t know where he is. We don’t know when he 
will be back.”

Mokwena took over as Pirates’ caretaker coach when 
head coach Milutin Sredojevic abruptly left the club in a 
bombshell departure three league and cup games into 
the 2019-20 campaign.

He struggled for results and, on December 10, Josef 
Zinnbauer, a former Hamburger SV and St Gallen coach 
new to the Premier Soccer League (PSL), was appointed 
Bucs’ head coach.

Mokwena sat on the bench as assistant to Zinnbauer once, 
in the German’s first match, a 3-1 Absa Premiership 
victory against Black Leopards at Orlando Stadium on 
December 21.

Mokwena has been on leave for close to six weeks.

Mamelodi Sundowns coach Pitso Mosimane, who had 
Mokwena as his assistant when Downs won the 2016 Caf 
Champions League, said in mid-January that, to his 
knowledge, Mokwena had gone on a coaching course in 
Europe.

Mbele said Pirates have no knowledge of this.

“We are still not aware of the reports that he is on a 
coaching course in Europe,” the Bucs official said.

Zinnbauer also gave a vague response when asked about 
his second-in-command in the post-match press conference 
after his team’s Nedbank Cup defeat to Bidvest Wits at 
Orlando Stadium on Sunday.

“For three weeks I give the same things [answers],” a 
clearly annoyed Zinnbauer said.

“Always the same question and I give you the same 
information. When he is back, he is back and when he is 
not back he is not back. I give the same information.”

Mbele declined to comment when asked for his opinion 
on Pirates legend Jomo Sono’s view that Mokwena, 34, 
was thrown in the deep end too early when he was made 
caretaker coach at Bucs.

“It will be irresponsible of me to comment on what 
Jomo Sono said,” Mbele said.

Davids has been the lone assistant in the dugout alongside 
Zinnbauer since Mokwena’s departure.
